Chapter 2  Product Features
The software computerises original entry books OE-I, OE-II, OE-III, OE-IV, OE-V, OE-IX and related books like Stock Ledger Summary, General Ledger, IOG, IOR, and Trail Balance etc. 

Following are the features of the software:

· Software is designed using Java servlets, Java scripting, HTML, Tomcat Web server and Oracle database server. 

· The software can be operated over a LAN/WAN as per the requirements of the Customer.

· The package is platform independent and tested on windows and linux operating systems

· Extensive online help provided 

· Consistency checks enforced at database level over and above the validations performed by the software.

· To the extent possible existing information flow and documents are retained. 

· Generates all the reports of manual system besides a several other management reports. 

· Screens with data are retained even after saving, unless user clears the screen.

· The following security will be enforced:

1) User account & passwords

2) Access rights and privileges

3) Audit of all entries & modifications

Chapter 3   Handling Instructions

Following points are to be noted:

· Access to the Tomcat manager for this website to be restricted.

· All log entries on Tomcat web server should be cleaned regularly.

· FTP/Telnet services to Tomcat server should be given to authorised personnel only.

· Application software should be periodically backed up

· Access to Oracle server should be allowed to authorised user

· Data should be periodically backed up

Chapter 4   Installation Instructions
4.1  Hardware Requirements 

Web Server
:A high-end server capable of handling simultaneous users connecting to it using internet.

Database Server
:A high-end server capable of accepting multiple

requests.

Client System
:Any reasonably good client system.

4.2  Software Requirements 

Web Server
:Java TM Web Services Developer Pack 1.3 or above

Database Server
:Oracle 9i RDBMS

Client System
:Windows OS with Internet Explorer 6.

4.3  Other Requirements

· Web server and Database server should be interconnected.

· Web server should contain JDK 1.4 or above with suitable JDBC driver for connecting to Oracle Database server

4.4  Installation Procedure

Application software:
Webmaster of Web server should be requested to create an operating system user account and a context path by name ‘csc’. The application software should be copied into this user account and the context path ‘csc’ should be linked to this user account.

Data: Database Administrator should be requested to create an oracle user account by name ‘apscsc’ with password ‘aps_csc’. The necessary oracle objects are created from the supplied oracle dmp by name ‘apscsc.dmp’. This is done from the command prompt, with the following command:

$ imp system file=apscsc.dmp fromuser=apscsc touser=apscsc

After successful installation of software and database, following options should be checked for their correctness:

· Administration Tools:

· Adding user: All valid users of the software must be given user-id, password, etc

· Deleting user: To remove an user of the software

· Petty Cash Opening Balances

· Freeze entry of a financial year’s data

· Standard Directories:

Brief description of menu items is given below. Modifications or additions maybe be carried out at the time of installation or whenever required before proceeding with the usage of the software. If any change is made to options under ‘Standard Directories’, ‘Build Script’ option under ‘Administration Tools’ must be clicked.

· Districts: Contains all accounting unit codes and names. This will also contain all the Zonal offices and corporate office.

· Mandals: Contains all mandals in the state. 

· Account Numbers: All heads of account are included.

· Banks: Bank codes, names and branch names are available here. 

· Parties/Suppliers: Contains names and codes of all parties/suppliers.

· Commodities: Contains commodity codes, names, units and rate are available here. The rates and units are not exhaustive and to be reviewed thoroughly at the time of using the software.

· MLS points: Contains all MLS points, godowns, purchase centres (paddy purchase centres, etc) codes and names.
